
NECIS/ISST Housing “At a Glance”
· What does it mean?

· Housing means the hosting of two or more students from another international school when we organize home sport competitions in the NECIS or ISST departments. It is a requirement of your child’s participation in our program.

· Who is it for?

· Housing is required for all families who’s child(ren) participate in one of the following teams.

· NECIS: Soccer, Basketball, Volleyball, Track and Field, Swimming, Softball, Rugby and Tennis.

· ISST: Varsity Boys Volleyball, Varsity Girls Soccer
· Why do we do it?
· The philosophy of housing is one that exists across all of the international school sports communities we work with. Housing provides opportunities for your child(ren) to experience other international cultures, make new friends and share the love of a particular sport within a family setting. In addition, housing significantly cuts down on the costs that parents would otherwise incur if we were to use hotels.
· When do we do it?
· We house every time we host a “friendly” sport weekend. Children are not housed during NECIS tournaments (hotels) but are housed during all ISST tournaments.
· How do we do it?
· Friday/Saturday – one night

· Food – dinner plus lunch packet the following day
· Insurance – provided by your guests school
· Transportation – 

· U-12/U-14 - by the parents 
· J.V./Varsity – if necessary, public transportation

· Health Information – provided by ISD and guest school
· Sleeping Needs – can be simple (bed/couch/mattress)
· Entertainment - optional
· Supervision (curfew) – required, must be controlled by parents
